Overview of Activities

Since taking on the role of Executive Officer for the gccn in October 2016 | have embarked on a
progressive program of climate related mitigation and adaptation activities for the GCCN, from the
development of the Community Energy sector in Gippsland with well attended sessions for
stakeholders and communities, including Soren Hermansen’s visit to Gippsland, to working more
closely with Local Government Sustainability Officers and the Greenhouse Alliance Network. We have
also had several funding opportunities with DELWP and the Latrobe Valley Authority, plus a number of
Transition projects and sessions. | would like to thank Ashley Hall and the team at DELWP their
guidance and support.

We have embarked on Community Energy projects under the banner of Latrobe Valley Community
Power Hubs (CPH LV) for SV with Wellington, Latrobe and Baw Baw Shire Councils. | am working with
South Gippsland Shire Council and ComMet, East Gippsland Shire Council in climate change activities,
and working with DELWP on solar for community buildings and Local Government. | have attended
many conferences and meetings in Melbourne for the Alliances and Sustainability Victoria on behalf of
the Gippsland Climate Change Network.

Administration

Administration work has included minutes and reports for the board, organising strategic planning for
GCCN, assisting the Chair in the organisation of board meetings papers. Other work has included
completing the 1000 Home submission, developing the CPH LV and undertaking community
engagement. While the office support from DELWP is valued some future planning is needed to ensure
that the GCCN has a dedicated space for its operations into the future as more projects and programs
come online.

Network Meetings
The GCCN conducted four network meetings during the year, including a tour of the Bio Gas system at

the sewerage works in Bairnsdale for the East Gippsland Shire Council and East Gippsland Water, it was
very well attended. We hosted Soren Hermansen from Denmark, Peter Maruff from Ausnet Services.
Earlier this year over 120 people attended a forum to hear about a transitioning from coal based
energy to renewables from Justin Maxson and Lisa Abbott from Kentucky USA. Australian
Environmental Grantmakers Network (AEGN) also presented on environmental grant opportunities in
Australia.

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BIOHUB REPORT

During 2017 financial year, the GCCN successfully completed the Gippsland Biohubs Scoping Study.
The study was made possible with funding from the state government through the New Energy Jobs
Fund. GCCN contracted Eco Waste consultant Mark Glover to undertake the work. The study
identified potential to add value to agricultural waste. Mark consulted widely with stakeholders to
determine the quantity and quality of agricultural and urban bio waste streams in Gippsland. He then
matched bio waste streams to higher value end uses, conversion technologies and potential end
markets. A preliminary financial assessment identified a promising project for future development.

A BioHub project is proposed for the Macalister Irrigation District. The project would convert dairy
waste into power and fertilizer. The report provides important information to support investment in
renewable energy and fuel projects that contribute to lower carbon emissions. It expands upon
previous information for Gippsland provided in the report Fuelled for Growth: Investing in Victoria’s
biofuels and bioenergy industries (State Government Victoria).

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COMMUNITY POWER HUB REPORT

The Victorian Government has made a commitment to support community energy projects as
part of their plan to accelerate Victoria’s renewable energy capacity.

Community Energy (CE) refers to projects where a community initiates, develops, operates and
benefits from a renewable energy resource or energy efficiency initiative. Community groups are
formed geographically or based on a common interest.

Gippsland Climate Change Network (GCCN) was appointed as the host organisation of the
Community Power Hub Latrobe Valley, and will work with Sustainability Victoria (SV) to establish
and progress the Power Hub to facilitate locally based community owned renewable energy
projects encompassing the Latrobe, Wellington and Baw Baw Shires. This program is to be run via
a not for profit company limited by guarantee called “Energise Gippsland”. The program has been

funded by the Victorian Government through Sustainability Gippsland for two years.

CPH Latrobe Valley works within a collaborative governance arrangement that enables the
interests of stakeholders to be represented in pursuit of a common purpose which is:

“To support and progress community energy that is strongly governed, financially viable, and
socially and environmentally sustainable.”

The Project Control Group will be comprised of representatives from GCCN and will oversee the
program for Gippsland Climate Change Network reporting back to the GCCN board and ensuring
that the funding is applied appropriately.
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Collaborative Approach

A collaborative governance model enables our constituent members to diversify the knowledge
base, spread the workload, widen the communication network and involve motivated people in
advancing community energy, whilst continuing to represent organisational and individual
interests. We have chosen the term ‘roundtable’ as it represents a forum, where individuals and
representatives participate equally in the discussion. This approach model’s social inclusion and
will lead to opportunities for people to build and share capacities in the areas of renewable
energy and social enterprise.

Governance

Membership of CPH Latrobe Valley is drawn from the communities in the Wellington, Latrobe
City and Baw Baw Shires through an initial open expression of interest (EOI) process and
nominations from core groups. Subsequent EOIs are invited from representative groups and from
the broader community as positions are vacated, new working groups are established, or gaps in
skills or knowledge are identified.

Nominations are accepted or declined by consensus of the Roundtable, based on the need to fill
positions and relevant skills and experience considered to be of benefit to CPH LV’s and GCCNs
purpose. Those nominated should demonstrate relevant skills or expertise and the ability to work
under the collaborative governance model. All efforts shall be made to achieve a geographical
spread across the LV region.

CPH Latrobe Valley is principally concerned with empowering and enabling community
organisations and businesses to lead their own approach to community energy. CPH Latrobe
Valley will provide advice, recommendations and referrals that are well researched thus
providing the best chance for community energy options to become a reality.

Delegation of Authority

The CPH Latrobe Valley Roundtable Advisory Group operates by broad consensus (80%). Simple
decisions are made at the Roundtable. Decisions that require input from a constituent
organisation, working group or community partner will be deferred. If a representative or
alternate is not present at a meeting and the agenda with its associated documents has been
circulated more than three days prior to the meeting, then decisions can be made so long as 80%
of the total membership agrees (not 80% of those attending).

The Project Control Group can refer decisions back to the Roundtable Advisory Group if they do
not apply to the common purpose of the CPH Latrobe Valley or do not align with the funding
requirements as specified in the contract with Sustainability Victoria.

Decisions may be communicated by all, unless otherwise specified in minutes. However, media
releases and people speaking for the CPH Latrobe Valley to the community can only be
determined by the Project Control Group.

Information may come to the Roundtable from working groups, constituent organisations, CPH
LV members and external experts. Working groups are a primary means for undertaking research
and filling information gaps and are to provide an unbiased summary of findings and a rationale
for options to the Roundtable. It is essential that working groups frame their activities as
investigative and refrain from entering into negotiations or raising community expectations
before options have been assessed by the Roundtable and the Project Control Group.

Changes to the Governance Arrangements

It is expected that community energy will evolve over the coming months and years, as will CPH
Latrobe Valley. This Governance Arrangement will be reviewed and updated as required with a
requirement to do a complete review with stakeholders at the end of the funding period in 2019.

Project Progress

The project contract, governance documents, preliminary project logic documents and
development of a project ranking system based on both the Ballarat CPH and Frontier Impact
models have all been approved. Community engagement has commenced with meetings at
Churchill and Warragul. CPH Representatives will also be attending Baw Baw Sustainability
Festival on November 18, 2017.
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POTENTIAL FUNDING AND GRANTS

The committee is working with Local Government to identify projects suitable for the DELWP Climate
Change Innovation grants and exploring GCCN Community Energy opportunities with SV. There’s also
an opportunity to follow up with the Australian Environmental Grantmakers Network (AEGN) and the
philanthropic sector for potential funding support.

Funding for the 1000 Homes retrofit program is yet to be announced. The stakeholder working group

is formed and ready to move forward but it is a complex application. Foundation for Rural & Regional

Renewal (FRRR) have Climate Resilience grants available. We are currently in discussion with VicSuper
and Bank Australia about corporate support for Community power hubs identified that they require
detailed proposals which will need to be developed alongside the Strategic Plan.

STRATEGIC PLAN FOR GCCN

John Lawrence is currently developing a Strategic Plan for the GCCN, building on the work done with
the value proposition and past strategic work, with Chris Barfoot. A basis for the Strategic Plan and
value proposition already exists with the Power Hub Program application.

GREENHOUSE ALLIANCES REPORT

Executive Officer lan Southall has attended all the Alliances meetings and provided reports to the
board. The GCCN needs to continue to develop and enhance its strategic direction with local
government, gather support from the Alliance and develop a close association with SECCCA. | have
worked in consultation with Ash Hall and the team from DELWP on future Climate Change adaptation
and mitigation opportunities. lan has attend a number of funding and network meetings in Traralgon
and Churchill with DELWP.
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REGIONAL CENTRE OF EXPERTISE IN EDUCATION FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT
GIPPSLAND

This year the RCE held its third Gippsland Sustainable Schools Expo at the St Pauls campus in
Warragul exploring the theme of sustainable food into the future.

Over 250 students attended from approximately 13 schools across Gippsland, including students
coming from as far as Bairnsdale.

The expo was packed with 14 individual workshop stations that had students learning about a
wide range of topics including bees, composting, dairy cows, seedling planting, renewable
energy, indigenous foods, water in the landscape and the potential future of foods including
eating insects.

In addition to the great student turn out the expo was also attended by local celebrities including
Tammy Logan from Gippsland Unwrapped (https://gippslandunwrapped.com/) and Steve and
Sallie from Gippsland Jersey (https://www.gippslandjersey.com.au/). This created some media

around the event including a feature on the local news station.

The event was a great way to get young people learning, sharing knowledge and thinking about
building a sustainable food future.

PUBLIC QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS FROM THE GALLERY

RECOMMENDATION

That Council endorse the ‘West Sale and Wurruk Industrial Land Supply — Draft Strategy
(refer to Attachment 1) and proceed to a period of public exhibition.

BACKGROUND

The purpose of the Draft Strategy is to provide robust land use planning rationale to justify, rezone
and facilitate the industrial development of an appropriate area of land in the short-medium term,
within West Sale and Wurruk in accordance with the recommendations of the adopted ‘Sale,
Wurruk and Longford Structure Plan (2010)".

The three sites (or ‘Candidate Areas’ - refer to Figure 1) nominated within the Structure Plan for
potential future industrial growth are located:

1. to the west of the existing industrial zoned land in Wurruk;
2. to the north of the Princes Highway and to the east of the West Sale Aerodrome, and

3. to the south of the Princes Highway and east of the Fulham Correctional Centre.
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Figure 1: Structure Plan Extract
The key objectives of the Draft Strategy are to:

1. establish and assess the existing available industrial land supply and future industrial land
requirements in the short-medium term;

provide the strategic justification/rationale to assess and/or rezone land within the three
Candidate Areas to an appropriate industrial zone based on identified land supply
requirements;

provide for a supply of lot sizes that can accommodate a variety of different industrial uses;

. develop design appropriate guidelines to manage the visual, physical and environmental
impacts of future development on the locality; and

identify the key infrastructure requirements (including associated financial costs) that are
necessary to ‘unlock’ the potential for the development of the identified additional land in
the short-medium term that will assist in delivering the land to the market. Current known
infrastructure challenges include, but are not be limited to: drainage; traffic and access to
major highway routes.

Based on the findings of an initial ‘Analysis, Issues and Options Report (October 2017)’, Urban
Enterprise planning consultants have now, on behalf of Council, prepared the Draft Strategy (refer
to Attachment 1).

The Draft Strategy promotes Candidate Area 1 (West Wurruk) and Candidate Area 2 (adjacent to
the West Sale Airport) as the least constrained and therefore more preferred sites for potential
future industrial use.

It is now proposed that the recommendations of the Draft Strategy be exhibited for public comment
and any submissions received be considered by Council prior to its formal adoption, which is
anticipated to be in early 2018.

PLANNING POLICY IMPACT

The Draft Strategy, has been prepared having regard to the ‘Sale, Wurruk and Longford Structure
Plan’and the relevant provisions of the Local Planning Policy Framework (Clause 21.05-10) of the
Wellington Planning Scheme.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT

Biodiversity:

A Desktop Biodiversity Assessment of each Candidate Area has been undertaken by Ecology and
Heritage Partners. The Assessment is included in the Appendices Report (refer to Attachment 2).

The key findings of the Report are summarised as follows:

e Current (2005) modelled mapping indicated that there is 35.35 hectares of native
vegetation remaining within the three candidate areas. However, current aerial imagery
shows little evidence of native canopy cover in Candidate Areas 2 and 3, while some
remnant vegetation remains within Candidate Area 1;

There is a small amount of wetland present in all three sites, with a total area of 2.23
hectares;

Research and analysis identified endangered vegetation within Candidate Area 1 (6ha),
Candidate Area 2 (14ha) and Candidate Area 3 (15ha);

It is possible that two listed ecological communities occur in the study area: Gippsland
River Red Gum Grassy Woodland and associated native grassland, and Seasonal
Herbaceous Wetlands;

Native vegetation and biodiversity values are most likely to be present in Candidate Area 1
adjacent to the Thomson River;

Opportunities for development are likely to have a lower impact on biodiversity values in
other areas of Candidate Area 1 away from the river as well as within Candidate Areas 2
and 3;

Native vegetation with the highest risk is located at the western end of Candidate Area 2;
Development may trigger an Environmental Effects Statement referral — a site assessment
would be required to investigate this.
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Cultural Heritage:

A Cultural Heritage Letter of Advice relating to all three Candidate Areas has been prepared as
part of the preparation of the Draft Strategy. The key findings of the Advice are as follows:

e A search of the Victorian Aboriginal Heritage Register identified a total of four registered
Aboriginal Places (and their associated components). These sites consist of a total of three
site types comprising: a low-density artefact distribution, stone artefact scatters and an
earth feature.

The proposed use for these Candidate Areas (i.e. industrial subdivision and development)
is considered a ‘high impact activity’. Therefore, an Aboriginal Cultural Heritage
Management Plan will be mandatory for Candidate Areas 1 and 3. An Aboriginal Cultural
Heritage Management Plan is not required for Candidate Area 2; however, it is
recommended that a voluntary plan is undertaken.

As a matter of course, all cultural heritage issues will be required to be resolved prior to any

development occurring.

CONSULTATION IMPACT

To date, the following (community) consultation processes have taken place:

1 August 2017 Business Information Exchange Session Stakeholder
Information Session - attended by members of the business

community.

August & November 2017  Newsletters (x2) - distributed to all business owners and landowners
within the Candidate Areas.

As a component of the background research stage of the project all landowners within the
Candidate Areas were approached by representatives from Urban Enterprise planning consultants
for one-on-one discussions about the project.

The Council website has also been kept up-to-date to reflect the progress and status of the project.
If Council decides to proceed with a formal period of public exhibition, which is proposed to take

place between 11 December 2017 and 26 January 2018, all landowners and adjoining landowners
to the Candidate Areas will be directly notified through the distribution of a newsletter.

Members of the community who have previously requested information updates on the project will
also be directly notified.

The exhibition period will be the subject of a media release and an updated Council website page.

{October 2007)

The report identified the West Sale Aerodrome and adjoining land as favourable sites suitable to
accommodate future industrial bind provision butl ackrowlecged ore of the major constraints
to be the lack of infrastructure provision.

Sake Ingustrial Lang and Retail Assessment (May 2006)

This report identifies the need for any future industrial Land supply to have appropeiate
transport connectivity and avallable irfrastructure Lo sevvice cevelopment.

The advice provided by
Gippsland Water (GW) is:

Gippsland Water (GW) have completed water mocellieg to determine the effect of the three canoklate
sites an the existing infrastructure and advise what upgrades are required to service the ultimate
scenario, For the base case GW used 500 lots via @ sole feed from the residential area known as "The
Ridge™ water main, This was to test the existing 225mm main within Wurruk, Beyond 500 lots in
Wurruk a secordary Interconnection main s needed along Settlemenrt Road. A copy of the water
modelling réport i in Appendix 1 of this report which incluces a plan detailling the three nominalec
sites and the future resicential growth area inclucded in the mocelling.

The three icentifiec areas, as well a future subdivision were assigned relevant divrnal patieres to
simaate their usage: The diurmal pattern applied for the Incdustrial sectors were based on the existing
pattern for the Wurruk/Sale Industrial sector and an addtional 20%. The current resicential pattern in
the catchment was applec 1o the 500 lot subdivision.

Unéque to this area is a flood levee known as the Kilmary Levee Bank, ARhough this area Is unique as
any ssgndficant stormwater flow that drains to this area needs to be pumped past the levee bank, it is
acknowledge that pumping of stormwater is very infrequent. The actual flow from the catchment that
reaches the levee bank is very minimal a3 most water is etthers stored in existing farm dams, waterways
and lost through evaporation and trarspiration, The cost of pumping the stormwater falls 1o the land
hokiers who own land behind the levee.

It s likely that part of Site 2 and all of Site 3 would drain to this point, Wrhowt further detalled
hydeclogical and hydrautic analysis which & not included in this study, it is difficult to determine the
actual size of sub catchment within site 2 that drains to the Kilmany drain, Mowever, the bnd In the
region Is reasonably flat and therefore future development can be engineered to ersure a significam
portion of the catchment drains 1o the north and discharges into the Central Gippsland Drain No 4.

The abave is based on a rudimentary calculation
and does not include any detailed assessment to calculate flood hydrographs and assess streamflow
routing. Hence the area recuired to set asioe for stormwater detertion may possibly be of a greater
percentage that those above. The above also assumes an average storage depth of 0.5m. If the storage
depth can be increased this can redoce the actual area regulred for cetention.

As noted In secthon 3.2 Glppsiand Water have advised of a redundant rising main that headstothe La
Trobe River fram Fulham correctional faclity via Hopkins Road, This a 150mm diameter pipe which
would have capacity to discharge a small amoent of stormwater. It woulkd have minimal benefit to
reduce the on site detertion, To provide a mare appropriate sized crainage outlet along this route a
nominal size S00mm dlameler pipe is recommended. The distance to the La Trobe River is 400m so the
cost to deliver this this drainage outfall is approcdmatedy $3.0 million,

It is noted that Site 1 coes not require the same level of stormwater detention as there ks a great ability
1o dischange the stormwater Lo the Thompson River. However, Site 1 is subject to Nooding from the
Thompson River ard therefore is alfected by a llood exterts.

The advice from Ausnet, the electrical authority respansible for electricity infrastructure, Is that it
appears the current infrastructure is sufficient to support additional kading of 1-2 MVA in the shorter
term

As shown in Figure 10 AusNet Services has two rural style 22KV line known as MFA23 and SLE14
distribution feeders

These feeders presently have the capability 10 support 1-2MVA in the location shown,

This should be suitable for the first stages of development

This may not be capable of supporting the ultimate demand of these sites. This will depend
significantly on the electrical demand of customers within the estate,

Augmentation two the lines can be undertaken and this will increase the availability of power.
This can be determined once development is undertaken,

Noemal supply policy contribution and cost will be incurred to reticulate the site.

S Summary

The three pominated sites in West Sale and Wurruk have been assessed to cetermine whether existirg
Infrastructure can support futere industril development and where necessary, what investmenrts are
necessary and what corstraints exists. The assessmenrt was based on assessing existirg cata and
reports, and consultation with key avthorithes and stakehokiers.

Basec on previous studies It was icentifiec the areas had a reasonable level of infrastrecture In the area
but there was a definite neec for investment Lo faciltate future growth.

The study has detemmined that Site 1 has the least irvestment required whike Site 3 requires the bighest
Investment. It & important to acknowledge the land areas are not equal 5o & is cisproportionate, If the
areas were of ecual size the sctual costs would change, However, It is clear that site 2 and 3, regardiess
of their size ¢o have Infrastrocture constralets, namely sewer and stormwater,

It was establishec that Sae 3 is heavily constrainec with site stormwater management In that any
increase in stormwater outflow from future cevelopment impacts cownstream Rincowrers who are
required to manage existing stormwater from upstream properties, Charges to the stormwater
conditions acversely impacts these lindowners. Site 2 also bas a sub catchment area subject to the
same conditions 1o site 3. Hence, to manage stormwater for Ste 2 and 3 and from these areas are Lo be
made avallable for on-site ¢etention,

Site 1 is subject to having access to the existing Industrial area to the east and has been assumed in this
report. Therefore Cirect access Lo this incustrial area is necessary 1o ensure cevelopment of Site 1,
otherwise, the infrastructure investment will be more sigrificant.

Firally, this report has sssessed the land use for industrial growth pemarily on light industry cemand.
Should there be an industrial business that recuice a heavy demand on infrastruciure it would result in
the reed for larger Infrastrocture uvpgrades to those entified in this report, However, given the
assessment Is based on the same Incusteial demand for each of the candicate sites it Is a relative
comparson and it woulkd be expected similar cilferences but on lsrger cost scales

The Strategy will review the provision of existing industnal land, assess
nominated future sites and consider future land requirements over the short to medium term in
Wurruk and West Sale,

Candidate Areas

Three candidate arcas have been nominated for review as part of the Stestegy. These are described
as follows:
o Candidate Arca 1: Wurruk
West of the existing industrial zoned land In Wurruk
5 Land area: 42 ha
o Candidate Area 2@ West Sale Aerodrome
North of Princes Highway and cast of West Sale Acrodrome [west of Sale-Heyfield Road)
Land arca: S5ha
o Candidate Area 3: Fulham
South of Princes Highway and cast of Fulham Correctional Centre {east of Hopkins Road)
Land arca 100 ha

3 Existing Conditions

3.1 Road Network

3.1.1 Princes Highway

Princes Highway s 3 State Highway under the control of VicRoads. It i in the Road Zone Category 1
(RDZ1) under the Wellington Planning Scheme,

In the vicinity of the candidate sites it has recently been upgraded to a duplicated road from a two way
road.

Roundabouts control Its intersections with Humt Place and Sale-Heyfield Road. 1ts intersections with
Reid Drive, Polocross Lane and Hopkins Road/Willlams Drive are controlled by wide median treatments
(with Princes Highway having priority).

The speed himit along Princes Highway (s 80 km/h castwards from approximately 300m west of Hunt
Place and 100 km/h from that point west to west of Hopkins Road.,

Princes Highway in the wicinity of the candidate sites is shown in Photographs 1 and 2. It is noted that
at tho time the road was inspected, the dupliication was not completed.

3.1.2 Sale-Heyfield Road

Sale-Heytield Road Is a State Artenal Road under the control of VicRoads. It is in the Road Zone
Category 1 (RDZ1) under the Wellngton Planning Scheme. It extends nocth/northwest from its T-
Intersection with Princes Highway {centrolled by a roundabout).

Traffic Generation Rates

Overview

Guide to Troffic Generoting Developments Version 2.2 October 2002 (RTA NSW) (the "RTA gulde®)
provides guidance as 1o the traffic generation of a range of kand uses, including industrial uses.

The RTA guide provides the following overview of industry traffic generation:

The peck traffic generation period for industrial lond use is generally determined by three key foctors:
employee density, travel mode and peak period travel distribution. The employee density will vary with
the industry type - from o low density at troditional warehouses to o high density ot high-tech industrial
developments, The peak period trave! distridutions {Le, the proportion of warkers who travel to or from
the site in the peak hour), vories with the type and extent of deveiopment. A single use factory generally
has a Mgher proportion of workers trovelling én the peak hour than a foctory unit development, where
different employees hove different work potterns. As wovk patterns continue to overlap, the
percentoge of thase trovelling in the peak howr dechines,

The generation rates given belfow are for single use developments. Lower rates might be appropriate
for multipie-use developments, as discussed above.,
Factories

The RTA guide provides the following traffic generation rates for factories:

e Dally vehidie trips: 5 per 100m’ gross floor arca
o  Evening peak hour vehicle trips: 1 per 100m? gross floor area

Warehouses

The RTA guide provides the following tratfic generation rates for warehouses:

e Dally vehidie trips: 4 per 100m’ gross floor area
s Morning peak hour vehicke trips: 0.5 per 100m’ gross floor area
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5.4 Adopted Traffic Generation Rates

The critical time period for tratfic impact assessment is typically the evening peak hour,

For the purposes of this assessment, the traffic generation rates for “factories™ have been adopted
(being the higher dadly rate and having an evening peak hour rate); namely:

s Daily vehicle trips: 5 per 100m? gross floor arca

e Evening peak hour vehicle trips: 1 per 100m* gross floor area

It & noted that these rates have gencrally been derived from metropolitan areas. Experience suggests

that traffic gencration rates for industrial uses in regional areas could be in the order of 20% less than
these rates.

The adoption of these rates for the West Sale and Wurruk Industrial Land Supply Strategy therefore
may result in an overestimation of the volumes of traffic likely 1o be generated by the candidate areas
and, subscquently, an overestimation of tho likely traffic impact of the development of the candidate
areas.

Floor Areas

The traffic generation rates detalled above are based on fioor areas of the land use. At strategic
planning level, floor arcas are typically not known, as is the case here, For the purpeses of this
assessment, the following “rules of thumb” have been appled:

*  Proportion of to1al site arca available for industrial use: 80% 4

e Propoction of industrial land avallable for buildings: 4%

Theretore, the tratfic generation rates detalled in Section 5.4 will be appled 1o 32% (= 80% x 40%) of
the total land area of cach candidate arca.

Broad Traffic Distribution

Al candidate arcas are located some Skm west of Sale and some 40km cast of Traralgon. Accordingly,
It Is assumed for the purposes of this assessment that 40% of employees will reside in Traralgon and
&0% will reside in Sale.

Akso for the purposcs of this asscssment, It Is assumed that 90% of the evening peak hour tratfic
gencrated by the candidate areas will be ocutbound movements and 10% will be inbound movements.

6.1.2 Traffic Generation

Candidate Area 1 has a land arca of 42 ha,
The resultant likely traffic volumes generated by Candidate Area 1 are therefore:

o Datly vehicle tnps: 6,720 vpo
o Evening peak hour vehicle tnps: 1,344 vph
6.1.3 Traffic Distribution

Al traffic gencrated by Candidate Arca 1 will be gencrated to or from Prances Highway. As detalied in
Section 6.1.1, access to Candidate Area 1 15, In essence, via either the Hunt Place roundabout on Princes
Highway or via a new connection(s) across the Melbourne-Bairnsdale ralhway Ane (and potentially
together with via the Hunt Place roundabout on Princes Highway),

The provision of a new rallway keve! crossing(4) on the Melbourne-Baimsdale rathway line is unlikely to
be achieved. Accordingly, from a capacity perspective, only access via the Hunt Place roundabout on
Princes Highway has been assessed. This is the most conservative approach as all traffic generated by
Candidate Area 1 will access the area by a single access point.

6.1.4 Traffic Volumes

As shown in Figure 2, Princes Highway east of Sale-Heylield Road carries in the order of 7,100 vpd.
Assuming that the evening peak hour volume ts 15% of the daily volume equates to an evening peak
hour volume of 1,065 vph. 1t i3 anticipated that this volume will be roughly evenly split between
castbound and westbound, ie 530 yph in each direction,

No traffic volume data is avadlabie for Hunt Place, A volume of 100 vph in each derection has been
assumed for the purposes of this analysss,

Candidate Area 1 Is antcipated to generate 1,344 vph in the evening peak hour, It is assumed that this
will comprise 1,210 vph outbound and 130 vph inbound, spit 40% 10/from the west and 60% to/from
the cast (as detalled in Section 5.6),

Thes analysis and assumptions resutt in the traffic volumes shown in Bgure 5.

6.1.5 Traffic Impact

SIDRA has been used to analyse the capacity of the affected Intersections. SIDRA provides information
about the capacity of an intersection in terms of a range of parameters, described as follows:

o Degree of Saturation (DoS) 15 the ratio of the volume of traffic observed making a partkular
movement compared 10 the maximum capacity for that movement. Varous values of degree of
saturation and their rating are shown in Table 2.

The 95'™ Percentile Queue represents the maximum queue length, in metres, that can be
oxpected In 95% of observed quewe lengths in the peak hour.

Average Delay (seconds) is the average delay time that can be expected for all vehicies making a
particular movement in the peak hour,

The tratfic volumes shown in Figure S and the cxisting geometry of the intersection were input into
SIDRA to assess the likely performance of the Princes Highway/Hunt Place intersection. The analysis
showed that an additional lane (short left turn) was required on the northemn leg (Hunt Place) to
achieve acceplable intersection performance.

The output of the SIDRA analysis (Including the adopied geometry) for the medified geometry s
attached at Appendix A and Is summarsed in Table 3.

The Intersection operates with on overall Leve! of Service A.
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Whilst this analysis is based on a8 number of broad assumptions (including the adopted tratfic
gengration rates), the SIDRA analysis nonetheless shows that there Is spare capacity withen the existing
Princes Highway/Hunt Place roundabout {with a second lane added 1o the Hunt Place approach) to
accommodate the adopted traffic volumes.

Hunt Place

Hunt Place has a carriageway width of 12.3m and Is classified by Coundl 33 a Local Access A - Road with
an indicative daily traffic volume of 150-1,500 vpd,

Assuming that Hunt Place currently carnies 1,000 vpd (at Princes Highway), this volumes will increase
10 7,720 vpd following development of Candidate Area 1. Whilst this exceeds the indicative dally traffic
volume for a Local Access A - Road, Hunt Place nonctheless has a cross-section and mndustrial
environment that can accommodate this volume of traffic.

Riverside Drive

Riverside Drive has a carriageway width of 12.3m and is classified by Coundil 35 a Local Access B - Road
with an indicative daily tratfic volume of 30-500 vpd.,

Assuming that Riverside Drive currently carries 300 yvpd (at Hunt Place), this volume will intrease to
7,020 vpd following development of Candidate Area 1 (assuming no connection to Candidate Arca 1
via Hunt Place). Whilst this exceeds the indicative daily trattic volume for a Local Access B - Road,
Riverside Drive nonetheless has a cross-section and industrial environment that can accommodate this
volume of trafhic.

Connection Through to Riverside Drive or Hunt Place

Access to Candidate Arca 1 via the Princes Mighway/Hunt Place roundabout reguires the extension of
either (or both) Riverssde Drive or Hunt Place through existing privately owned Industnal land at the
western end of the Wurruk Industrial estate. These are shown diagrammatically in Figure 6 and Figure
7.

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From a tratfic engineenng perspective, both of these options are workabile, with the following noted:

e The Riverside Drive extension requires less new road construction and impacts fewer propertios.

o  The Riverside Drive extension results in a3 sgnificant volume of turning traffic at the Hunt

Place/Riverside Drive Intersection, No capacity Issues are antkipated due to the low volumes of
trafhic In the west and south legs of the intersection.

The Hunt Place extension results in the northern leg of the Riverside Drive Intersection beoing
located on the inside of a curve, with restricted sight distances to the right (west).

The Riverside Drive externsion is the preferable option,

6.2 Candidate Area 2: West Sale Aerodrome

6.2.1 Potential Access Options

Four potential access options have been identified for Candidate Arca 2. These are shown
diagrammatically in Fgure 6 and described below.

The resuitant likely trafic volumes generated by Candidate Area 2 are therefore:

6.2.3 Traffic Distribution

As discussed In Section 6.2.1, access 10 Candidate Area 2 s potentially possible via Safe-Heyfield Road
and Williams Drive. 1t is assumed that both roads will be vtilised for access purposes.

6.2.4 Traffic Volumes

As shown in Figure 2, Princes Highway west of Sale-Heyfield Road carries in the order of 8,900 vpd and
Sale-Heyfield Road narth of Princes Highway carries in the order of 3,100 vpd. Assuming that the
evening peak hour volume Is 15% of the dally volume equates 1o an evening peak hour volume of 1,335
vph on Princes Highway and 465 vph on Sale-Heyfield Road. It is anticipated that these volumes will
be roughly eventy split in cach direction on both roads.

No trathic volume data is avallable for Willlams Drive. A volume of 100 vph in each direction has been
assumed for the purposes of this analysis,

No tratfic volume data is avallable for Hopkins Road, A volume of 100 vph in cach durection has been
assumed for the purposes of this analysis,

Candidate Area 2 Is anticipatedd to generate 1,760 vph in the evening peak hour. It is assumad that this
will comprise 1,560 vph outbound and 180 vph inbound, split 10% 10/from north and 90% to/from
south on Sale-Heyfield Road and 40% to/from the west and 60% to/from the cast on Princes Highway
(as detalied in Section 5.6).

For the purposes of this analysis, It is assumed that traffic generated by Candidate Area 2 will be evenly
split between access via Sale-Heytield Road and via Princes Highway (via Wiliams Drive),

This analysis and assumptions result in the traffic volumes shown in Figures 7 10 9. [Note - these
volumes Include traffic generated by the candidate area to/from both access points.)

It &5 noted that this does not allow for any growth in traffic volumes along Princes Highway or Sale-
Heyfield Road. Also, it is assumed that Candidate Areas 1 and 3 are not developed.

6.2.5 Traffic Impact
Sale-Heyfield Road/Site Access

The traffic volumes shown in Figure 7 were input into SIDRA to assess the likely performance of a future
Sale-Heytield Road/site access T-ntersection, The analysis showed that the site access leg operated
at a DoS greater than 1.0, due 1o the volume of right tum “out™ movements, Further analysis was
undertaken to ascertain the maxmum number of right turn “out™ movemants to achieve a DoS of 0,50,

The output of the SIDRA anralysis (InCuding the reduced night tum “out” volume) for the adopted
geometry is attached at Appendix B and Is summarised in Table 4,

The volume of right tum “out” tratlic from cach ate access on Sale-Heytield Road needs to be
restricted to 509 vph,

Whilst this analysis Is based on a number of broad assumptions [including the adopted tratfic
gencration rates), the SIDRA analysis nonetheless shows that thore & spare capacity within the
assumed T-intersection configuration to sccommodate the adopted traffic volumes with two T-
Intersections on Sale-Heytield Road.

Princes Highway/Sale-Heyfield Road

The tratfic volumes shown in Figure 8 and the cuisting geometry of the Intersection were input Into
SIDRA to assess the likely performance of the Princes Highway/Sale-Heyfield Road Intersection. The
analysis showed that an additional lane was required on the northern leg (Sale-Heyficld Road) to
achieve acceptable intersection performance.

The output of the SIDRA analysis (including the adopted geometry) for the modified geometry is
attached at Appendix C and is summarised in Table 5.

The tratfic volumes shown In Figure 9 and the geometry of a roundabout were input into SIDRA to
assess the likely performance of the Princes Highway/Williams Drive intersection. The anakysis showed
that two lanes were required on the northern leg (Willlams Drive) 10 achieve acceptable intersection
performance.

Both will necessitate an upgrade to the rallway level crossing from flashing lights to flashing lights and
boom gates.

The predicted daily tratfic volume on Willlams Road at Princes Highway is in the order of 5,500 vpd
(comprising 4,400 vpd from Candidate Arca 2 and 1,000 vpd existing). A two lanc undwded
carrageway would be sutficient to accommodate this level of tratfic,
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6.3 Candidate Area 3: Fulham

6.3.4 Traffic Volumes - Single Access Point

As shown in Figure 2, Princes Highway west of Sale-Heytield Road carmies in the order of 8,900 vpd.
Assuming that the evening peak hour volume Is 15% of the daily volume equates 10 an evening peak
hour volume of 1,335 vph. It is anticipated that this wolume will be roughly evenly spiit between
castbound and westbound, i¢ 670 vph In cach direction,

No trathic volume data is avallable for Williams Drive. A volume of 100 vph in each direction has been
assumed for the purposes of this analysis,

No traffic volume data is avallable for Hopking Road. A volume of 100 vph in each direction has been
assumed for the purposes of this analysis,
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Candidate Area 3 is anticipated to generate 3,200 vph in the evening peak hour. It is assumed that this
will comprise 2,880 vph outbound and 320 vph Inbound, spiit 10% to/from the north on Sale-Heytield
Road and 90% to Princes Highway, split 40% 10/from the west and 60% to/from the cast (as detailed
In Section 5.6).

Assuming all traffic generated by Candidate Area 3 is accessed via the Princes Highway/Sale-Heytield
roundabout, this analysis and assumptions result in the traffic volumes shown In Figure 11,

6.3.5 Traffic Impact - Single Access point

The traffic volumes shown in Figures 11 and 12 were input into SIDRA to assess the likely performance
of the Princes Highway/Sale-Heyfield Road and Princes Highway/Hopkins Road intersections, It was
apparent that the volume of traffic anticipated to be generated by Candidate Arca 3 could not be
accommodated by a #nghe access point,
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6.3.6 Traffic Volumes - Two Access Points

For the purposes of this further analysis, It ts assumed that traffic generated by Candidate Arca 3 Is
equally spiit between wvia the Princes Highway/Sale-Heyfield roundabout and the Princes
Highway/Hopkins Road intersection.

The initial SIDRA analysis resulted in excessive degrees of saturation due to the total volume of tratfic
generated and the movement of that trattic through the adjacent intersection. An iteratave analysis of
reduced traffic generated by Candidate Area 3 resulted in satisfactory intersection performance with
30% of the mitially projected traffic volume; namely, 2,560 vph in the evening peak period.,

This results in the traftic volumes shown In Figures 13 and 14, (Note - these volumes Include traffic
generated by the candidate arca to/from both access points.)

Extension of Hunt Place or Riverside Drive?

Indicative Costs of Mitigating Works

To assist the comparison of the candidate arcas, prefiminary indicative costs of the upgrades roquired
as detailed in this report (major intersections and railway level crossings) have been prepared. it is
noted that these preliminary indicative costs are not based on any plans, surveys, locations of services
and the like, and as such should only be relied upon for a relative comparnson of the potential costs of
the treatments,

Further, it is noted that, as detailed In Sections 6.1.1, 6,.2.1 and 6.3.1, 2 number of access options exist
for the candidate arcas including service roads and direct property access (eg on Mopking Road). These
have not been costed.

Table 10 provides a comparison of the relative costs of the required upgrades as detailled in this report.

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1 Introduction

Ecology end Heritage Partners Pty Ltd was commissioned by Urban Enterprise to conduct a Desktop
Biodiversity Assessment for the West Sale and Wurruk Industrial Land Supply Strategy. The Strategy will
inform Wellington Shire Council whether sufficient, appropriately zoned industrial land & available to meet
the forecast demand over 2 short-medium term (five to tenyear period) and ensure that its future
development can occur in 3 coordinated and timely manner.

The purpose of this desktop biodiversity assessment was to identify ecological values that are known to, or
are lkely to occur within the study ares, and determine the potential regulatory and legislative implications,
and potential key constraints, for future industrial use of the sites. This report discusses the results of the
#ssessment in relation to relevant Commonwealth and State environmental legislation. The report also
provides recommendations 1o address or reduce impacts and, where necessary, highlights components that
require further investigation, such as targeted surveys.

11 StudyArea

The study area is located at West Ssle and Wurruk, approximately 12 kilometres west of Sale, Victoria {Figure
1). This assessment covers three sites slong the Princes Highway, which have the following characteristics:

s Site 1: located 1o the west of the existing industrial zoned land in Wurruk:
*  Approximately 42 ha In size;
= Zoned & Farming Zone; and,
* The northem boundary backs on to the Thompson River and riverside vegetation.
*  Site 2; located to the north of the Princes Highway and to the east of the West Sale Astodrome:
*  Approximately 79 ha in size; and,
o Zoned as Farming Zone,
s Site 3: located to the scuth of the Princes Highway and east of the Fulham Correctionsl Centre:
o Approximately 104 ha in size; and,
* Zoned as Faming Zone.

Information Management (NVIM) Tool (DELWP 2017a), the study areas occur within the Gippsland Plain
bioregion. The study area ks located within the jurisdiction of the West Gippsland Catchement Management
Autherity (CMA) and the Wellington Shire Councill municipality,

The Victorian Biodiversity Atlas (VBA) for previously documented flora and fauna records within the
project locality (DELWP 2017d);

The Mlustrated Flora information System of Victoria (IFLISY) (Gullan 2017) for assistance with the
distribution and identification of flora species;

The Commonwealth Department of the Environment (DOEE) Protected Matters Search Tool (PMST)
for matters of National Emdronmental Significance (NES) protected under the Environment
Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act) (DoEE 2017);

Relevant listings under the Victorian Florg and Founc Guarontee Act 1988 (FFG Axt), including the
latest Threatened and Protected Usts (DELWP 201 7e; DELW? 2016);

The Planning Maps Criline (DELWP 2017f) and Planning Schemes Ornline (DELWP 2017g) to ascertain
current 2oning and enviconmental overlays in the study ares;

2.2 Permitted Clearing Assessment (the Guidelines)

Under the Planning ond Environment Act 1987, Clause 5217 of the Planning Schemes requires a planning
permit from the relevant local Coundl to remove, destroy or lop native vegetation, The assessment process
for the dearing of vegetation follows the Permitted dearing of native vegetation - Blodéversity assessment
guidelines’ (the Guidelines) (DEPI 2013), The "Blodiversity assessment handbock - Permitted dearing of
native vegetation' (the Handbook) provides clarification regarding the application of the Guidelines (DELWP
2015),

For the purposes of this desktop assessment, modelled native vegetation and condition scores provided by
DELWP (2017b) was used to estimate the extent of native vegetation to be removed and quantity and
quantity of biodiversity offsets that may be required for sech site, However, 8 site assessment will be
required to assess the extent and quality of native vegetation to be removed prior to submitting a planning
permit to Council. The sub-sections below explains this process.

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2.2.2  Risk-based Pathway

The Guidelines manage the impacts on bicdiversity from native vegetation removal using a risk-based
approach. Two factors — extent risk and location risk — are used to determine the risk associated with an
application for a permit to remove native vegetation, The location risk (A, B or £) has been determined for all
areas In Victoria and Is avallable on DELWP’s Native Vegetation Information Management (NVIM) Tool
(DELWP 2017a). Determination of risk-based pathway & summarised in Table 1.

Native vegetation (s defined in Table 2) is assessed using two key parameters: extent (in hectares) and
condition. Extent is determined through a field assessment. The condition score for Moderate and High Risk-
based pathways must be assessed through 2 habitat hectare’ assessment conducted by 3 qualified ecologist.
The condition score for Low Risk-based pathways may be based on either modelled data available on the
NVIM Tool {DELWP 20173), or through 2 habitat hectare sssessment.

23 Assessment Qualifications and Limitations

Data and information held within the ecological detabases and mapping programs reviewed in the desktop
assessment (e.g. VBA, PMST, Biodiversity Interactive Maps etc.) are unlikely to represent all flors and fauna
observations within, and surrounding, the study area. It is therefore important to acknowledge that a lack of
documented records does not necessarily indicate that 2 species or commundty s absent,

The assessment was based on desktop information only and did not include a site assessment.

33 Native Vegetation

321 Ecological Vegetation Classes (EVCs)

Pre-1750 modelied EVC mapping indicates that study area would have been historically dominated by Plains
Grassy Woodland (EVC 55) and Mains Grassy Woodland/Gllgai Wetland Mosaic (EVC 259), with smaller areas
of Floodplain Reedbed (EVC 853) and Floodplain Riparian Woodland (EVC 56) located along the banks of the
Thamson River in Site 1 (DELWP 2017b).

Current {2005) modelled mapping of EVCs indicates that approximately 35.35 hectares of native vegetation
remains within the study ares (Table 3) (DELWP 20170}, Plains Grassy Woodland is modelied as occurring in
all three sites, with the largest extent (14.91 hectares) of this EVC occurring within the western side of Site 2
(Figure 2). Floodplain Riparian Woodkand is also modelled to be present within Site 1, and Plains Grassy
Woodland/Gilgsi Wetland Mosaic is modelled to be present in Site 3, All of these EVCs have a Bioregional
Conservation Status of Endangered.

Recent and historical serial imagery suggests that remnant vegetation is still present within Site 1 adjacent to
Thomson River (Plate 1a). However, current aerial imagery shows little evidence of native canopy cover
throughout the Site 2 and 3, and It is likely that parts of thess Sites have been cleared and used for
agriculture (Plate 1b-c).

Rows of trees are present along fencelines and driveways, however many appear to be In stralght lines and
are possibly planted, which would mean that they are exempt from native vegetation dearing regulations. In
particular, the area In the west of Site 2 appears to be largely deared of any woodland vegetation, contrary
to DELWP's current EVC modelling (see Figure 2), A site assessment will be required to confirm that these
trees are indeed planted 1t is possible that some of these trees are scattered remnant trees and/or small
areas of remnant woodland. It is also possible that & native understorey and groundcover persists in some
wreas, even though @ canopy is lacking.

32.2  Current Wetlands

The DELWP Current Wetlands layer identified wetlands present in all three sites, with a total area of 2.23
hectares (Figure 2; Table 4; DELWP 2017b). Due to the difficulty in mapping wetlands, under the Guidelines
all mapped wetlands based on this layer that are to be impacted must be included as native vegetation, with
the modelled condition score assigned to them (DELWP 2017b).

The VBA contalms records of five nationally significant and 19 State significant flora species previously
recorded within 10 kilometres of the study area (DELWP 2017d) (Appendix 1.1; Figure 4). The PMST
nominated an additional five nationally significant spedes which have not been previously recorded but have
the potentisl to occur in the locality (DoE 2017).

The majority of the nearby significant flora records are from the Holey Plains State Park, located
approddmately 10 km to the south west of the study area, with a smaller number of records in nearby
riparian and wethind habitats within the Gippstand Lakes and a nearby flora reserve (Merb Guyatt Fora
Reserve) (Figure 4).

It is possible that the native vegetation present within Site 1 adjacent to Thomson River provides habitat for
significant flora, However given the remainder of the Site 1, and all of Site 2 and Site 3 appears to be dleared
there are unlikely to be any other areas that provide habitat for significant flors, particularly if understorey
vegetation has been heavily disturbed. 1t is siso possible that the small wetland areas indicated by the
DELWP Current Wetlands layer provide habitat for significant flora species; however, this is dependent on
the history and degree of disturbance (which is Bkely to be high) snd will need to be clarified with a site
assessment,

Depending on the condition of the remnant vegetation near Thomson River, and the condition of any other
remnant vegetation that may be present (iInduding wetlands), there may be sultable habitat for several State
significant flora species {Appendix 1), in particular, Rough-grain Love-grass Erogrostis trachycarpo and Lanky
Buttons Leptorhynchos efongatus have been recorded in roadside vegetation adjacent to Site 2, although
these records are from the early 19905 and the species may no longer persist in the area,

Two nationally significant species have been found within 10 km of the study area within the last ten years:
Wellington Mint-bush Prostonthero golbrothioe and River Swamp Wallaby-grass Amphbromus flultons,
Further notes on these two species are as follows:

Wellington Mnt-bush

There are several records of the nationally significant Wellington Mint-bush located in the Holey Plains State
Pack. This park is the stronghold for this species, and supports ten of the 11 current or recently known
populations of Wellington Mint-bush, with plants from the 11" population at Dutson Downs (spproximately
25 km east of the study area) not being recorded since 1986 (Carter and Walsh 2006). Given the lack of
records outside of the Holey Plains State Park, and that the preferred habitat of Wellington Mint Bush is
heathy open forest, heathland and heathy woodland usually on gravelly sand (Carter and Walsh 2006), it is
unlikely that the study area supports habitat for this species,

River Swamp Wallaby-grass

River Swamp Wallaby-grass is known from the Rosedale, Meeniyan and Wonthaggi areas in Gppsiand, and
occurs in both natural and man-made water-bodies, induding swamps, lagoons, billabongs and dams (TSSC
2008). Hebitat could potentislly occur within the study area for River Swamp Wallaby-grass, within wetlands
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and remnant vegetation near Thomson River. A site assessment would establish the presence of suitable
habitat and the species’ likelihood of presence.,

322 Fauna

The VBA contains records of six nationally significant, 22 State significant and 9 regicnally significant fauna
species previously recorded within 10 kilometres of the study area (OELWP 20174) (Appendix 2.1; Figure S).
The PMST nominated an additional 11 nationally significant species which have not been previously recorded
but have the potential to occur in the locality (DoE 2016),

Habitat within the study area may be suitable to support three EPBC Act-listed species, namely Grey-headed
Flying Fox Peropus polfiocephalus, Dwarf Galaxlas Golaxleflo pusifo and Growling Grass frog Litorip
raniformt.

Grey-headed Flying Fox is 2 highly mobile species and forages on flowering cucalypts, which may be present
within the woodland patch to the north-east of the study area (Site 1)

Wetland habitat within the study areq, including farm dams may provide suitable habitat for 2 range of
aquatic and wetland dependant fauna including fish, frogs and wetland birds. Nationally significant fauna
that may utilise this habitat indude Dwarf Galaxias and Geowfing Grass Frog Litorfo ronlformis. These species
also have potential to occur in the adjoining Thomson River which may be impacted by the project due to
sedimentation and changes in hydrology.

There are 2 high number of records of State and reglonally significant wethaind birds within 10 kilometres of
the study area Including Magple Goose Anserangs semipaimato, Musk Duck Blourg foboto, Australian
Shoveler Angs riynchotis, Hardhead Apthyo oustrofis, Eastern Grest Egret Ardea modesto, Pied Cormorant
Phalocrocorax varius, Royal Spoonbill Platoles reglo and Latham’s Snipe Galinago hardwickl, However most
of these records are contsined within the lwger wetlands assodsted with Sale Common Nature
Conservation Reserve located spproximately 6 kilometres 1o the scuth-east of the study ares,

The VBA and PMST contain records for 15 migratory species. The majority of records are from the coastiine,
lakes and wetlands in the surrounding landscape assoclated with the Gippsland Lakes Ramsar site (Figure 5).
Aerial imagery Indicates that the study area does not support any significant water bodies, and as such it is
unlikely to provide ‘iImportant habitat” for migratory species as defined under the EPSC Act; although,
migratory species may fly over the study area during thelr migration period or en-route to better quality
habitats in the surrounding area.

3.2.3 Communities

Three nationally listed ecological communities are predicted to occur within 10 kilometres of the study area
(DokE 2017):

«  Natural Damp Grassiand of the Victorian Coastal Plains;

» Gippsiand Red Gum (Eucolyptus tereticornis subsp. mediong) Grassy Woodland and Assoclated and
Native Geassland; and,

Seasonal Herbaceous Wethands (Freshwater) of the Temperate Lowland Mlains.
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Any Pains Grassy Woodland that Is present within the study area will need to be assessed against the
condition thresholds for the Gippstand Red Gum (Fucalyptus tereticomls subsp, mediono) Grassy Woodland
and Associated and Native Grassland, 25 the study ares falls within the indicative ares for the occurrence of
this community (Plate 2), and the Gippsland Plains Grassy Woodland EVC can correspond to this community

It is unlikely that Natural Damp Grassland of the Victorian Coastal Plains occurs within the study area, given
that grassland £VCs are not modelled to ocour (DELWP 2017b), and that the study area has been used for
agricutural purposes, Boely resulting in a high level of understorey degradation.,

Seasonal Herbaceous Wetlainds (Freshwater) of the Temperate Lowland Plains has potential to occur in the
study area, The DELWP Current Wetlands layer indicates the presence of several wetlands, and there is an
area of modelled Plains Grassy Woodland/Gilgai Wetland Mosaic EVC in Site 3 (Figure 2). The listing advice
for this community lists Gilgai Wethand (EVC 678) as one of the EVCs that can correspond with the Seasonal
Herbaceous Wetlands (Freshwater) of the Temperate Lowland Plains ecological community (TSSC 2012). if
the area has been significantly disturbed as 2 result of cultivation, then the potential for this community to
occur is low,

Two FFG Act-listed ecological communities are modelied to occur in the study area (Fgure 2, DELWP 2017b):
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o  Central Gippsland Plains Grassland; and,
» Forest Red Gum Grassy Woodland,
Both of thess communities correspond to the nationally significant Gippsland Red Gurn (Eucolyptus

tereticornis subsp. mediona) Grassy Woodland and Assodated and Native Grassland, and may ocour in the
study area If remnant Plains Grassy Woodland is found to ocour,

OBJECTIVE
The purpose of this report is for Council to consider the declaration of the Industrial Road Special

Charge Street Construction Scheme Number 1701 as a special charge scheme for the section of
road between Chainage 500 to 630.

PUBLIC QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS FROM THE GALLERY

RECOMMENDATION
That:

1. Wellington Shire Council (Council) having noted no objections were received within the
requirements of sections 163A, 163B and 223 of the Local Government Act 1989 (the
Act) and otherwise according to law and having, so far as can be ascertained from
available records and can reasonably be concluded, ascertained that the section of
Industrial Road for which it is proposed the Special Charge will be declared has not
previously been constructed by way of a Special Rate or Special Charge, hereby
declares a Special Charge under section 163(1) of the Act for the purposes of repaying
(with interest) any loan raised by Council in relation to the construction of Industrial
Road between CH500 to CH630 in Stratford and the provision of any ancillary works.

The criteria which form the basis of the declaration of the Special Charge is the
ownership of rateable land in the area of the Scheme which, based on scheme access
benefit units and calculated by frontage or sideage, has and enjoys an abuttal to or
access from Industrial Road to the proposed works.

. In declaring the Special Charge, Council is performing functions and exercising powers
in relation to the peace, order and good government of the municipal district of the
Wellington Shire, in particular the provision of proper, safe and suitable roads and
property services within the area for which the Special Charge is declared.

The total cost of the performance of the function and the exercise of the power by
Council (in relation to the provision of proper, safe and suitable roads and property
services in the area for which the Special Charge is declared) is $120,000 being the
estimated cost of the works to be undertaken. Council funding is to be allocated from
its Commonwealth Roads to Recovery Program.
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The total estimated amount to be levied under the Scheme as the Special Charge is
$72,000.

The Special Charge will commence on 5 December 2017 and remain in force for a period
of ten years.

The area for which the Special Charge is declared is all of the land within the boundary
shown on the plan set out in the attachment forming a part of this declaration (being
Attachment 1).

The Special Charge will be declared and assessed in accordance with the amounts set
out alongside each property in Attachment 2. Such amounts having respectively been
assessed based on access benefit which a property included in the scheme has to the
road.

The Special Charge will be levied by sending a notice of levy in the prescribed form
quarterly to the person liable to pay the Special Charge.

. Because the performance of the function and the exercise of the power in respect of
which the Special Charge is declared and levied relates substantially to capital works,
the Special Charge will be levied on the basis of an instalment plan being given to
ratepayers whereby:- such ratepayers may subject to any further resolution by Council,
pay the special charge per property/title in accordance with the following:

1. the full amount within 45 days of invoice or
2. payment may be made over 40 quarterly instalments (10 years) including
interest

. Council will consider proven cases of financial and other hardship and may reconsider
other payment options for the Special Charge.

. No incentives will be given for payment of the Special Charge before the due date for
payment.

. Council considers that there will be a special benefit to the persons required to pay the
Special Charge because there will be a benefit to those persons that is over and above,
or greater than, the benefit that is available to persons who are not subject to the
Special Charge. The criteria used as a basis for declaring the special charge are:

Reduction in dust

Enhance the amenity and character of the land and local area
Creation of improved riding surface for the street

Improved access and egress from properties

Improved road drainage

Improved road safety for motorists

. Notice be given to all owners of properties included in the Scheme in writing of the
decision of Council to declare and levy the Special Charge commencing on 5 December
2017 and the reasons for the decision.
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BACKGROUND

Industrial Road, Stratford, is located parallel to the Princes Highway and services a range of
commercial and industrial business’s. Industrial Road is managed and maintained by Wellington
Shire Council and is sealed for it's 630m length except for a 130m section at the eastern end.

Council officers received enquiry from the commercial business located at the eastern end of
Industrial Road, to consider options to upgrade and seal this 130m section. Following this
expression of interest, potential options to progress the project were investigated by Council
officers and presented during initial discussions with the business operator.

The commercial business located at the end of Industrial Road is a major employer, adding
significantly to the economy of Stratford. There is a frequent use of the road by heavy vehicles,
contractors and customers. The high level of utilization results in a quick rate of deterioration and
higher levels for road maintenance activities. The sealing of this section of road would reduce
Councils need for maintenance intervention, while providing a higher level of service for adjacent
properties.

A Public Notice of the proposed declaration was placed in the Gippsland Times on Tuesday
10 October 2017. With a copy of the notice served on all owners of property intended to be
included under the scheme on 12 October 2017. The final date for the receipt of written
submissions/objections was Friday 10 November 2017.

Copies of the proposed declaration were placed at the Yarram Service Centre and Sale Service
Centre-Council Headquarters for public inspection. The proposed declaration was also posted on
the Wellington Shire Council website.

GARRETTS ROAD DISCONTINUANCE AND ROAD EXCHANGE
— SUBMISSIONS COMMITTEE REPORT

SUBMISSIONS COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION
That:

The Submissions Committee of Council set up to hear the objection in relation to the
Garretts Road Discontinuance and Road Exchange and having regard to the written
objection opposing the proposed discontinuance and road exchange, determines that the
objection should not stop the proposed road discontinuance and road exchange for the
following reasons:

1. Itis clear that the owner of 514 Garretts Road paid the Shire of Rosedale a sum of
$50,000 in 1967, which included $10,053.42 for “Survey, fencing and land
compensation” to enable land to be acquired and Garretts Road to be constructed
to enable construction of the gas plant.

While there is no clear cut agreement stating that at the conclusion of works that a
land exchange would occur, the Committee is of the opinion that the intention of
the Council of the Shire of Rosedale was for the owner of 514 Garretts Road to
have full use of the unused government road and the acquired land in front of the
plant that was not required for the construction of Garretts Road. This is
evidenced by the fact that the carpark and guardhouse for the plant have been
built on this land and that at no time has the Shire of Rosedale nor Wellington
Shire maintained this area nor stopped development on it, nor seek to lease or
licence the area to maintain control.

BACKGROUND

In 1967, the Rosedale Shire as part of the original Longford Gas Plant development acquired land
and upgraded a section of Garretts Road (previously Foremans Road) from the Seaspray Road
through to the proposed gas plant.

A Statement of Expenditure to 29 December 1967, obtained from the Shire of Rosedale’s records,
show contributions from the property owner totalling $50,000 against an expenditure of $49,996.25
which included survey, fencing and land compensation costs of $10,053.42.

The land acquired by the Shire of Rosedale for the roadworks on the northern side of Garretts
Road included a parcel of land being an irregular area of 2.66ha, acquired from CA12 Section B
Parish of Glencoe South. It is opposite the gas plant and a portion of this section of land and the
unused Government Road has had a guardhouse built on it, as well as having been paved for
carparking and landscaped and maintained by the property owner with no restrictions and in the full
knowledge of both the Shire of Rosedale and Wellington Shire Council. This land has not been
leased or licensed to the abutting landowner.

Council resolved its intention at its 15 August 2017 Ordinary Meeting to subdivide and transfer Lot
1, TP907301, Parish of Glencoe South to the owner of 514 Garretts Road for the purposes of a
road exchange and discontinue of a section of unused Government Road and exchange this
discontinued road for a portion of Lot 1, TP907301.
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Following the resolution of Council on 15 August 2017, a Public Notice was published on the
Wellington Shire Council website and also in the Gippsland Times on Tuesday 22 August 2017 and
Tuesday 5 September 2017, inviting submissions until Friday 22 September 2017. One submission
was received by the Chief Executive Officer.

A Submissions Committee was appointed at Council’s 17 October 2017 meeting to hear the
submission/objection in accordance with Section 223 of the Local Government Act 1989.

The members of the Submissions Committee are: Mayor Cr Crossley, Cr McCubbin and Cr Bye.

In accordance with Section 223 of the Act a hearing date was set for 5.00pm on 14 November 2017
to hear the submission/objection.

CONSIDERATION OF SUBMISSIONS/OBJECTIONS

At the Submissions Committee Hearing the objector was in attendance with a support person.

The objector presented the objection. The principal objections raised in relation to the proposed
discontinuance and road exchange may be summarised as:

= Wellington Shire Council should fully justify the transfer of land for no financial
consideration; and
= There was never any intent from Rosedale Shire to transfer the land.

The following information is provided is in response to the principal objections raised.

Justify Land Transfer

Land was acquired for the construction of Garrets Road from the Seaspray Road through to the
gas plant which included parcels of land where the road was deviated from its original alignment.
The owner of 514 Garrets Road in 1967, paid $50,000.00 to the Shire of Rosedale to undertake
these works and included in this cost a sum of $10,053.42 was used for survey, fencing and land
compensation costs. It is clear that the land owner paid for both the acquired land and the road
construction.

Intent to Transfer Land

Records from the Shire of Rosedale were searched prior to this process commencing and while an
agreement to transfer the land at the completion of the gas plant construction was not found it is
not sure whether this is due to missing or incomplete files and records.

There was also no evidence found of any agreement or lease for the gas plant operator to
construct the car park on land outside the plants boundary as would be expected if there was no
intention for the carpark not to be included as part of the gas plant land. If the Shire of Rosedale at
the time of the gas plant construction had not intended that the land be made available for the use
of the plant then it would have been a simple matter to have the security fence set back from the
property boundary to allow the carpark to be built on land that was already owned.

PROPOSAL

That the Submissions Committee of Council set up to hear the objection in relation to the Garretts
Road Discontinuance and Road Exchange and having regard to the written objection opposing the
proposed discontinuance and road exchange, determines that the objection should not stop the
proposed road discontinuance and road exchange for the following reasons:
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1. ltis clear that the owner of 514 Garretts Road paid the Shire of Rosedale a sum of $50,000 in
1967, which included $10,053.42 for “Survey, fencing and land compensation” to enable land
to be acquired and Garretts Road to be constructed to enable construction of a gas plant.

While there is no clear cut agreement stating that at the conclusion of works that a land
exchange would occur, the Committee is of the opinion that the intention of the Council of the
Shire of Rosedale was for the owner of 514 Garretts Road to have full use of the unused
government road and the acquired land in front of the plant that was not required for the
construction of Garretts Road. This is evidenced by the fact that the carpark and guardhouse
for the plant have been built on this land and that at no time has the Shire of Rosedale nor
Wellington Shire maintained this area nor stopped development on it, nor seek to lease or
licence the area to maintain control.

Lutze Lane

We would like to put forward a request to name the Council owned laneway that we are developing
‘Lutze Lane’. This is after our ancestor Henriette Lutze who raised five children predominantly by
herself (after her husband’s early passing) then eventually settled in Australia with her two sons.
Dating back to the early 1900's the Lutze family migrated to Australia from the Harz Mountains in
Germany where they were coal miners. When arriving in Australia they continued mining for over
50 years contributing to the hard labour which provided a large amount of exports.

Gippsland and the Latrobe Valley have had significant roles in the mining of coal and supplying
energy to Victoria and Australia. In 1910 Migrants from Germany, Italy and Britain began mining
brown coal in Wonthaggi making significant contributions to the business and cultural life in
Gippsland and surrounding areas.

In the late 1940's we saw the biggest migration of Europeans to Gippsland to date due to the
Second World War. They were sent to Morwell's refugee camp and to a holding centre in West
Sale to work in the Yallourn open cut coal mine which was established in the 1920's.

In 2014 we travelled to Germany to try and find our ancestors and to learn the Lutze's history. We
were lucky enough to discover seven generations of the Lutze family.

We would appreciate it if you could please consider using the name Lutze for the laneway.

Charlie Lane

We put forward our request to name the lane way Charlie Lane after a famous Aboriginal

guide. One of the two famous Gippsland explorers Paul Strzelecki was in the immediate area of
Sale when he had three Aboriginal Guides. One of which was named Charlie. For 22 days they
were on the edge of starvation, and were ultimately saved by the knowledge and hunting ability of
their guide Charlie, who caught native animals for them to eat.
